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DESIGNER PROFILE

ADAM
CLEEVELY
Robynn Ross spoke with Adam Cleevely about his journey 
from novice knitter to Instagram influencer

Every Instagram post by Adam makes me laugh. When I first saw him on the ‘Knitting Help Line’ talking into the ball of 
wool on a knitting needle microphone, I became an avid follower. Check him out.

In the knitting world, Adam Cleevely is a new kid on the block who started knitting in 2022 when a colleague at work 
told him she was learning to knit for her New Year’s resolution. Something in his brain clicked, and within days he had 
needles and yarn, and soon after, a completed scarf. He was hooked and put effort into creating an Instagram profile 
and community in late 2024. As of February 2026, he has a combined online following through Instagram, TikTok, 
Facebook and YouTube of 190,000 and climbing. That probably means he’s an influencer.

BUSINESS MEETS HOBBY
With an entrepreneurial and commercial background, 
Adam has tried to combine financial goals with what’s 
essentially an obsessive hobby, with minimal success. 
He did Engineering, Economics and Management at the 
University of Oxford, then worked as a consultant for 
several years before taking on roles in biotech, food de-
livery, health supplements, charity sector, etc. As a chief 
executive who scaled a small company to multi-million 
revenue in a few years, the challenging level of resil-
ience required helped him as he built an online profile. 
You need immense toughness to continue in an online 
environment where you are exposed to the whims of the 
algorithm as well as random comments from people you 
don’t know.

As a highly analytical thinker, Adam’s worldview is 
shaped in the way he approaches things and surmounts 
obstacles. Instead of thinking about systems, shapes, 
processes and complex maths, Adam prefers to ‘sim-
plify appropriately’ as he was taught at Oxford. That is 
something he feels passionate about when it comes to 
teaching and sharing his knowledge. His goal is always 
to simplify something in the best possible way, so that it 
can be communicated clearly. Overcomplicating things 
creates unnecessary barriers for people, while simplify-
ing things make them more approachable.

BECOMING A KNITTER
The first thing he ever made was a cabled scarf with a 
reversible cable on it. It actually encapsulates his style, 
as there were three different colours of green used along 
the length, giving colour and aesthetic texture within the 
cable itself. This taught Adam what he did not require to 
be a knitter - and that was a pattern! He did his research, 
decided on a cable, taught himself the principles and 
therefore that is what he knitted.

Motivation comes in many forms – creating patterns, 
designing complex cable patterns and actually completing 
items from his WIP pile. His mind flits between many 
different things in the knitting world and he gets very 
passionate about different projects. It is rare that Adam 
knits patterns made by other designers. 

Adam has talked publicly about having tested more 
than 12 business plans in 2025 as he is passionate about 
creating a sustainable business model for himself within 
knitting. To sustain his knitting lifestyle, he is hopeful that 
his new business of luxury craft retreats, Maker Getaway, 
will thrive. Trying to find ways of monetising his presence 
in the craft arena and creating yarn-based and craft-based 
retreats is a huge resource drain on his time, but it could 
be the opportunity to create a meaningful revenue stream. 
This would free Adam to decrease the time doing other 
work that isn’t related to knitting.

KNITTING PREFERENCES
Preferring cables and lace knitting to flat texture, using 
variegated and hand-dyed yarns over block colours, Adam 
likes things that are bold and contrasting that draw the eye. 
Being sensitive to some fibres, he loves merino, merino/
alpaca blends and superwash wool that is soft and squishy. 
He also loves to play with fibre and watch YouTube, knitting 
along with an instructor to try difficult techniques or new 
ideas.

Instagram is Adam’s primary social presence and 
his enthusiasm and ability to explain and demonstrate 
techniques is brilliant. Taking a very light hearted approach 
to knitting allows people to enjoy a break from the serious 
state of the world. This connection to his online community 
creates such joy where knitting conversations uplift the 
viewer and give them a giggle. When you see Adam playing 
James Bond and M having a knitting conversation, you 
cannot help but laugh out loud. Another knitting community 
he loves is the charity S-E-W Positive, where he teaches 
knitting to a group of socially isolated people, creating 
more community connection. 

There is such authenticity in the way Adam approaches 
his knitting. He does not seek permission or create 
items that others do. In the knitting world he has noticed 
nervousness and hesitancy as many crafters feel they need 
permission to progress onto the next level or speciality. All 
Adam sees are opportunities to do what he wants and that 
is his playground. From his posts, it is evident that ego is 
not involved. You will hear about his mistakes, follow his 
adventures at yarn shows, study his mini lessons and then 
have hysterics when he dresses up in character to entertain 
his followers.

DESIGNING FOR SUPPORTERS
Creating patterns is Adam’s challenge, but he finds this 
odd, as he believes that there is no money to be made in 
pattern design. He does not enjoy the process but soldiers 
on with designing because of his large following. When 
he creates something new, he is often inundated by many 
requests for the patterns and he feels obliged to support 
his community by doing so. Hence, Adam’s patterns are 
really made for the people who have supported him along 
the way.

Another challenge about being online is that you often 
get misunderstood, or projects that you put a huge amount 
of passion into get a terrible reception. This is hard to 
stomach, but these difficult feelings can be overcome 
within his supportive peer groups and his local knitting 
groups who know him well. They have been there with him 
before his online life and are reliable rocks in his knitting 
world.

PASSION, NOT PROFIT
Specialising in 17 micron 4 and 8 ply yarn, Julie is a merino 
farmer who only uses wool from her sheep which is 
chemical free and produced completely in Australia. 

For over 25 years, she has been a bookkeeper and is also 
a Registered BAS Agent. This experience tells her that her 
wool enterprise is not profitable and it makes little financial 
sense to continue. However, when you have a passion 
about your animals and the mere fact of working with them 
makes your heart sing, you follow your dreams. Julie’s pet 
sheep Lucy Lamb had to move out of Newcastle and Lucy 
Land, their new home, was purchased in 2013. Naturally 
Lucy’s 25 woolly friends from Cunnamulla had to keep her 
company.

A Woolly Yarn is Julie’s YouTube channel which features 
her dogs, her much loved merinos, and her chickens while 
she does her farm chores. This promotion of her enterprise 
keeps her motivated, as does the 100% Australian 
made logo that she is so proud of. It also keeps people 
connected to her efforts. While it is cheaper to have her 
wool processed overseas, Julie is keen to support the 
Australian wool industry, so she chooses to pay more so 
she can have her wool spun at Bendigo Woollen Mills. 

A LASTING LEGACY
2025 was the Bi-Centenary of the Australian Agricultural 
Company (AA Co) which was given a Land Grant in 1824 
to set up one of Australia’s first merino farms. Julie owns 
a small portion of that original Land Grant and the fact 
that it is still running merinos 200 years later shows the 
importance of continuing an Australian tradition.

What sets Julie apart from other farmers is her absolute 
love for her sheep and her refusal to use the practice of 
mulesing or tail removal. She finds all the other sheep 
breeds quite unfortunate looking and struggles to 
comprehend why anyone would choose to have any other 
sheep than merinos! 

Julie hand raises all her sheep, keeping the numbers low 
so that she can name them. To prevent overstocking Julie 
tries not to have more than 85 head, especially as they are 
hand fed at least twice a week. They always have access to 
one of three 240m² sheds and 16 paddocks on a rotational 
basis.

The most challenging thing about working with sheep 
is that they die, despite all she does to care for them. 
Because Julie is present at the birth of every sheep and 
names each one it is especially difficult, and always 
heartbreaking to say goodbye. There are many predators 
who attack the flock – wild dogs, foxes and even wedge 
tailed eagles grab lambs from the air. Parasites like Barbers 
Pole and Liver Fluke also create havoc.

LEARNING AS SHE GOES
Everything Julie does is self-taught, including farming 
techniques as she has no farmers in her family. She learned 
to crochet and to dye wool from YouTube. While she holds 
a Diploma in Holistic Management and Permaculture 
Design Certificate, she is a very big fan of Pat Coleby’s 
work and tries to use her natural techniques where 
possible. Unfortunately, Julie lacks a mentor as she feels 
that sheep are just not profitable enough within a small

Robynn Ross spoke with 
Julie Steepe, a merino farmer 
from NSW’s Mid North Coast. 

One of my voluntary jobs is to answer the Guild 
phone and that is where I met Julie, who had a query 
about renewals as a new retail member. We had 
such a lively conversation, I asked if I could interview 
her for A Good Yarn.

Julie lives on 100 acres at Bulahdelah on the Mid 
North Coast, a beautiful spot of the world where 
there are many stunning beaches close by. Living 
as self-sufficiently as possible only an hour from 
Newcastle, she has the peace and quiet of country 
life, being completely off grid and only connected to 
the internet and telephone via satellite.

holding for people to care, so tending to their health 
and wellbeing has been a huge learning curve for her. 

Julie sells superfine 4 and 8 ply in its natural form, 
single sourced and chemical free. It is not carbonised 
or superwashed, but simply scoured, carded and 
spun. Her personal product research has shown 
that people with wool allergies have zero reactions if 
using her product.  

THE BENEFITS OF WOOL
In its natural form the wool produced on Lucy 
Land provides numerous health benefits. It is anti-
inflammatory, anti-microbial, temperature correcting, 
aids inblood circulating, is odour resistant, reduces 
pain and burning sensation, is anti-chafing, reduces 
swelling and absorbs sweat. Julie advocates the 
using and wearing of fine merino wool to aid in many 
chronic aches and pains. Wool is a sustainable 
product and as sheep need to be shorn every year, it 
is a joy to be able to utilise this gorgeous wool. When 
you are done with your woollen garment, you can 
undo it and make a new garment and because it’s 
biodegradable you can even compost it!

Julie also sells dyed wool using food colouring, 
although she prefers the purchaser to dye it 
themselves. She loves the idea of getting people 
involved in their own projects and dyeing wool is so 
easy and so much fun. She also takes commission 
orders and can crochet any pattern supplied. 
Passionate about self-sufficiency, Julie encourages 
you to use her ultra fine merino wool to create your 
own masterpiece.

In Julie’s words, “I only use the wool from my 
sheep (single sourced) as it is so soft and squishy. 
I find other wool and yarns just can’t compete. It is 
really not polite, but I struggle to hide my reaction of 
unpleasantness when I touch other people’s wool as 
nothing compares to the softness of my 17 micron 
wool.”

Yes, I am going to have to try this superfine merino.

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BIRTHDAY BEANIE
Celebrate the Guild’s 40th birthday 
with a Waratah Beanie, designed 
by Hannah Smith.

The 8 ply version uses 40cm 4mm circular needles and 
has a gauge of 20 sts per 10cm (4”) and 24 rows to 10cm 
(4”). You will need the following yarn: white approx. 45g 
or 90m, red approx. 15g or 30m and green approx. 5g or 
10m.

The Anniversary Waratah Beanies are stranded 
colourwork beanies designed for the 40th anniversary 
of Knitters’ Guild NSW. They are worked seamlessly 
in the round and use only two contrasting colours of 
yarn at a time. There is an 8 ply and a 4 ply version and 
both versions have 55cm (22”) circumference and are 
22.5cm (9”) long. These patterns will be free during 
2026 on Ravelry and after that they will be available to 
logged-in members on the Guild’s web site.

The 4 ply version uses 40cm 3.25mm circular needles 
and has a gauge of 24 sts per 10cm (4”) and 33 rows 
to 10cm (4”). You will need the following yarn: white 
approx. 35g or 110m, red approx. 13g or 40m and green 
approx. 7g or 20m.

Fiona Donovan, is a member of the 
Inner City Group and this year won 
first place at the Easter Show for 
her Lerwick Cardigan and her entry 
also earned a Standard of Excellence 
rosette. She spoke with A Good Yarn 
about the process of creating her 
winning entry. 

Seven years. This project has been with 
me for seven years, ever since I decided 
it would be the ultimate “significant 
birthday” present to myself.

The original design by Marie Wallin 
actually asks for a fair amount of flat 
knitting, but I decided to make life 
interesting and converted the whole 
thing to a steek instead. That meant 
adding extra steek sections beyond what 
was already in the pattern—just to dial up 
the difficulty level, because apparently, I 
like a challenge!

I was determined that this was the year 
to finally cross the finish line. I managed 
to knock out each sleeve in a week, but 
then came the marathon: eight hours 
just to weave in the ends. After that, it 
was time to sew, crochet, and felt those 
steeks. During the knit-along, Marie 
actually mentioned that her five-stitch 
steek was a bit too small (she wasn’t 
wrong!), so I took some extra precautions 
there. Even with the “grip” of Shetland 
wool, you can’t be too careful when 
you’re about to take scissors to seven 
years of work.

Marie’s charts add another layer of 
complexity; she uses symbols rather 
than colors, and some of them are so 
similar they’re quite tricky to read. But 
despite the hurdles and the sheer length 
of the journey, I loved the process.

I am incredibly proud to have made it 
into the Cabinet of Excellence. I’ve been 
entering the show for over 15 years and 
have picked up quite a few first-place 
ribbons, but this is my very first rosette. 
Definitely worth the wait.

A. Yup, the latter. So many WIPS,           
so little time.
Q. You notice a small mistake–                 
do you rip back or carry on?
A. Rip back, every time.
Q. Why do you enjoy being a member  
of the Knitters’ Guild NSW?
A. I enjoy meeting with my group and 
chatting mostly about yarn and yarn 
crafts. I love to see what other knitters 
and crocheters are doing which both 
inspires me and brings me joy.
Q. What are your favourite colours?
A. The blues and greens and anything 
in between are my absolute favourites. 
Closely followed by pinks and purples.
What would we see in your yarn stash?
Mostly cotton. Lots of charity yarn. A 
whole bunch of hand dyed single skeins.
